WHAT IS ARTS FEST 2012?

• A 4-week juried art exhibition of emerging Central 
Interior regional artists held in Vanderhoof.

• An arts practice symposium.
• Time to network with regional artists. 
• Opportunity to have your art work selected for touring 

exhibition. 
• An opportunity to have an art professional’s written 

comments about your submitted piece.  

Emerging artists residing in BC’s Central Interior region 
(the area bounded by Mackenzie, Valemount, 100 Mile 
House, Bella Coola and Burns Lake) are eligible to enter.

Emerging artists will have begun to demonstrate a personal 
style and show a serious interest in using their chosen 
medium or media to communicate in a visually compelling 
way that may reflect contemporary or traditional art 
practice.  An emerging artist will not have had a solo 
exhibition in a major gallery, nor will they have received 
national or international awards or grants.  They may 
have participated in a gallery group or exploratory 
exhibition and received local awards or recognition.

2012 Touring Arts Fest Exhibition
From the works submitted, 10 will be identified to form the 
2012 Touring Arts Fest Exhibition. These works will be 
returned to the artists once they have completed CIRAC’s 
regional tour.

CRITERIA
• All media, sizes and types of work are eligible for 

selection.  However, CIRAC may not tour certain works 
if such touring could be detrimental to the works 
themselves or would impose inordinate handling or 
display problems on the host gallery.

• 2 Good quality jpeg files (300 ppi), photographs or 
slides of the work to be submitted (one full and one 
detail).

• Open to artists 18 years and older.
• Only original work is eligible. No copies from 

previously existing images (i.e. magazines), mechanical 
reproductions, kits or commercial molds.

• Work previously displayed in exhibitions is ineligible.
• Work must have been completed after January 2011
• Limit of two entries per artist.

NCAC 
and CIRAC reserve the right to make the final decision on the 
display of works.

Availability:  Work must be available for the duration of the 
exhibition and selected works, for the regional tour.  WORK 
NOT TOURING WILL NOT BE RELEASED BEFORE 
NOON, May 25, 2012 

Sales:  The catalogue will list the sales price or indicate if the 
artwork is not for sale.  CIRAC will not take a sales 
commission but will encourage prospective buyers to 
contact the artist. However, when work is sold a donation 
would be appreciated. Note: art work will only be released 
as specified in the availability clause above. If the work is 
not for sale, a value for insurance purposes must be 
included. 

Insurance:  While every precaution will be taken to ensure 
the care and safety of the entries, the Nechako Community 
Arts Council, the Central Interior Regional Arts Council, 
hosting facilities, or any of their staff or volunteer workers 
cannot assume responsibility for loss due to accident, damage, 
theft, fire or other causes for works submitted.  Insurance is 
the responsibility of the artist.

Agreement:  Artists must sign the entry form waiver.

Labels:  All works must be properly labeled on the back with 
the name, address, phone number, title, and selling price.

Artist Statement: (up to 100 words) The artist statement 
will be displayed with the artwork.  Please use the form 
provided.
